EULEX NEEDS TO FULFILL ITS MANDATE

On July 17, 2010, Balkan Policy Institute (IPOL) published its new report “EULEX: Still in search of identity: 2nd Follow up report on the evaluation of the work of EULEX,” an assessment report of the work of EULEX. In December 2009, the Balkan Policy Institute-IPOL had published a report called, “EULEX: In Search of an Identity” which assessed the first year of work of EULEX. Now in the second quarter of 2010, it is clear that these reports are more important than ever, because of the lack of transparency and progress in the work of EULEX.

Defining its role and the improvement of its image remains a substantial need for EULEX. Although charged with building a strong and effective rule of law in Kosovo and to fight corruption and organized crime, EULEX continues to face many operational challenges. Communicating its rights and responsibilities towards the public, and efforts to harmonize its actions with the Government of Kosovo (GoK) remains areas where EULEX must make progress to be successful.

The public perception is that EULEX and the GoK are at odds when it comes to the hot issue of high level corruption. EULEX and the GoK officials have issued statements regarding the divisive potential arrests of senior government officials. Such mixed signals only served to decrease public confidence in the ability of EULEX to fight corruption and risks strengthening an environment of impunity in Kosovo.

In the basic level, judicial reform remains a slow process and still an urgent challenge for EULEX and GoK. While all sides blame the lack of political will to move ahead with necessary reforms, it is also critically needed to enhance human capacity through the appointment of more prosecutors and judges. Without proper staff, the number of unsolved cases will just grow, and the pursuit of justice in Kosovo will become an activity required outside a functional legal system.

The issue of northern Mitrovica remains unresolved. The lack of a functioning court in the northern part symbolizes lawlessness and insufficient political will to ensure justice in the north. Finally, EULEX seems restrained in managing the border gates 1 and 31 in terms of customs control and preservation of territorial integrity.
